Assessors’ Reports

Each Section of your DofE Award requires an Assessor’s Report to confirm the time you have spent and how you have worked towards your goals.
Build a good rapport
1. It is a good idea to talk through your plans with your chosen Assessor at the outset, to ask them to be your Assessor, and also as they may have some ideas you hadn’t thought of for your goals.
2. Keep a good record of the time you spend, and what you have learnt and achieved
3. You may decide to use these record sheets: https://www.dofe.org/do/activitylogs/

4. Then keep in touch with your Assessor during your section, so that when you have reached the end of the 3 or 6 months, they are not taken by surprise when you ask them to complete their brief report. (It is fine to continue for longer, especially if you have missed some weeks due to holidays etc).
5. Ask them for your report and thank them for supporting you. You will be pleased with their positive comments!
Your Assessor will need to know*:
1. Your edofe number;
2. the correct dates - CHECK these, remember 3 or 6 months is the MINIMUM; and 
3. which level and section they are assessing  eg. Bronze Skill or Silver Physical.
There are several ways to add an assessor’s report to your edofe account.
1. Ask them to sign the Report cards from your Welcome Pack, or print off from here

Then take a photo of the COMPLETE card, and upload it to your edofe section under ‘Manage Evidence’.  If in doubt, bring the photo to our Drop-In sessions on Wednesdays at 3.15 in the Dalo
